Press the batteries into place over the
fabric strip. Be sure to observe proper
polarity (+/-).

Close the
battery door. LED will flash when the
batteries are getting low; continue to
use until the sound becomes weak or
distorted, or the unit quits operating,
then replace or recharge batteries.

2. Plug the earphone or headphone into
the* O Jack on top of the Receiver.

3. Put on the earphone or place the head-
phones over your ears.

4. Turn the unit on: turn the
On/Off/Channel switch to position “1”
or“2" or “3" The Power “ON” LED
indicator should illuminate Red.

5. Select adesired operating frequency.
To operate on 863.25 MHz, turn the
On/Off/Channel switch to position
“1"; to operate on 863.75 MHz, turn
to position “2”; to operate on 864.75
MHz, turn to position “3.”

Important: Make surethe receiver
is operating on the same frequency
asthetransmitter! Thereceiver's
channe switch (1-2-3) position
should match the transmitter’s
channd switch.

6. Adjust the receiver volume control to
acomfortable listening level. You
should be able to hear someone
speaking into the transmitter micro-
phone.

The receiver can be placed in a pock-
e, or clipped onto a belt, harness, or
waistband.

IMPORTANT: when the R863 receiv-
er is not being used, remember to turn
the unit OFF by turning the
On/Off/Channel switch to the® ()"
power icon position. The Power “ON”
LED indicator should not be lit.

Battery Information

The R863 Receiver can use two (2) dis-
posable AA batteries (BAT 001) or two (2)
AA rechargeable batteries (BAT 026).
Note: The BAT 026 provides longer life
than other rechargeable batteries. Do not
substitute other rechargeable batteries and
chargers.

Recharging

If the R863 Receiver is equipped with
rechargeable batteries, up to 12 units can
be charged at one time in the optional
CHG 3512 multi-charger. Refer to MAN
116 charger instruction sheet for complete
charging instructions.
